Advance Placement Electives in Science
Do not underestimate the difficulty of Advance Placement courses!  AP courses are always very demanding.  They are not to be taken lightly, nor should a student sign up for an AP course just because it might look good on a transcript.  If you sign up for an AP course you should expect to do many hours of work outside class in order to keep up with the rapid pace of the course, and in order to broaden your understanding of the subject matter.

In an attempt to assure that only qualified students sign up for AP courses, the science department has established the following prerequisites:

Prerequisites for Advance Placement Electives in Science: (2/3/06)

For AP Biology as a Junior:

· If the student was in the honors class: Class average of 85 in Honors Biology AND 85 in Honors Chemistry AND 85 on the Regents Biology examination and a 75 or better on the chemistry Regents examination.

· If the student was in the regular class: Class average  of 90 or better in Biology AND 85 in Honors Chemistry AND 85 on the Regents Biology examination and a 75 or better on the chemistry Regents examination.

For AP Biology as a Senior

· The requirements are the same as above OR the student may have successfully completed an AP science course in Junior year.

For AP Chemistry: (Corequisite: enrolled in honors mathematics)

· If the student is in honors chemistry: 88 class average AND 85 on the Chemistry Regents exam.

· If the student is in Regents chemistry: 92 class average AND 85 on the Chemistry Regents exam.

For AP Physics:

· 85% or better in honors chemistry AND

· 90% or better in honors Math AND

· Has completed algebra, geometry, and honors physics

For A.P. Psychology

· Overall Science average 90

· Current math and English average 85 +
